The World Congress against Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children, held in Stockholm in August 1996, provided an opportunity to define this phenomenon more clearly. The Commission was concerned about the increase in child sexual exploitation and the fact that it is spreading geographically, and wanted the Member States and the tourism industry to become more closely involved in fighting this scourge. To this end, it intended to encourage the drawing-up and implementation of codes of conduct which are in line with the tourism ethic as laid down in the Tourism Bill of Rights and the Tourist Code adopted by the World Tourism Organisation in 1985. Practical steps had already been taken, including the measures referred to in the Communication on harmful and illegal content on the Internet and the Green Paper 10/96 on the protection of minors and human dignity in audiovisual and information services. In practical terms, the Commission was considering EU measures in three priority areas:

· Deterring and punishing child sex abusers 
· Stemming the flow of sex tourists from the Member States
· Helping to combat sex tourism in third countries 
The EU Member States were asked to take practical steps to combat child sex tourism:

· in view of the countries of origin of the tourists involved;

· to prevent the development of child prostitution in Europe;

· because they have ratified the Convention on the Rights of the Child.

1. This Resolution concerns third-country nationals below the age of eighteen, who arrive on the territory of the Member States unaccompanied by an adult responsible for them whether by law or custom, and for as long as they are not effectively in the care of such a person.

2. This Resolution does not apply to third-country nationals who are members of the family of nationals of a Member State of the European Union, nor to nationals of a Member State of the European Free Trade Association party to the Agreement on the European Economic Area and the members of their family, whatever the latter's nationality may be, where, pursuant to the Treaty establishing the European Community or the Agreement on the European Economic Area respectively, rights to freedom of movement are being exercised.

3. Member States may, in accordance with their national legislation and practice, refuse admission at the frontier to unaccompanied minors in particular if they are without the required documentation and authorizations. However, in the case of unaccompanied minors who apply for asylum, the Resolution on Minimum Guarantees for Asylum Procedures is applicable, in particular the principles set out in paragraphs 23 to 25 thereof.

4. In this connection, Member States should take appropriate measures, in accordance with their national legislation, to prevent the unauthorized entry of unaccompanied minors and should cooperate to prevent illegal entry and illegal residence of unaccompanied minors on their territory.

5. Unaccompanied minors who, pursuant to national provisions, must remain at the border until a decision has been taken on their admission to the territory or on their return, should receive all necessary material support and care to satisfy their basic needs, such as food, accommodation suitable for their age, sanitary facilities and medical care.

6. Member States should endeavour to establish a minor's identity as soon as possible after arrival, and also the fact that he or she is unaccompanied. Information on the minor's identity and situation can be obtained by various means, in particular by means of an appropriate interview, which should be conducted as soon as possible and in a manner in keeping with his age.

7. Every unaccompanied minor should have the right to apply for asylum. However, Member States may reserve the right to require that a minor under a certain age, to be determined by the Member State concerned, cannot apply for asylum until he has the assistance of a legal guardian, a specifically appointed adult representative or institution.

8. Where a minor is not allowed to prolong his stay in a Member State, the Member State concerned may only return the minor to his country of origin or a third country prepared to accept him, if on arrival therein - depending on his needs in the light of age and degree of independence - adequate reception and care are available. This can be provided by parents or other adults who take care of the child, or by governmental or non-governmental bodies.

9. Member States should take account of these guidelines in the case of all proposals for changes to their national legislations. In addition, Member States should strive to bring their national legislations into line with these guidelines before 1 January 1999.

meant to set out minimum standards of reception conditions for applicants for asylum in order to ensure them a dignified standard of living; to afford them comparable living conditions in all Member States and to limit secondary movements. Member States must guarantee:

· Certain material reception conditions, in particular accommodation, food, clothing in kind or in the form of a financial allowance. Allowances must be such to prevent the applicant from becoming destitute;

· Family unity;

· Medical and psychological care;

· Access to the education system for minor children and language courses to enable them to attend ordinary school.

Member States cannot deny applicants for asylum access to the labour market and vocational training six months after they have lodged their application. Member States remain in full control of the internal labour market as they can decide the kind of work asylum applicants may apply for, the amount of time per month or per year they are allowed to work, the skills and qualifications they should have, etc. 

Material reception conditions, medical and psychological care will be guaranteed during all types of procedures (regular, admissibility, accelerated and appeal procedures) in order to ensure a standard of living adequate for the health and well being of the applicants and their families. If his economic situation permits it, the Member State could decide that the applicant could contribute partially or totally to the cost of the material reception conditions and medical and psychological care. 

Moreover, special medical and psychological care must be given to pregnant women, minors, the mentally ill, the disabled and victims of rape and other forms of violence.

Member countries must provide lodgings in a house, accommodation centre or hotel in order to protect family life and privacy. In all cases applicants must have the possibility of communicating with legal advisers, NGOs and the UNHCR.
